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The Winnebago County Sheriff’s Office today announced results for its 2017 Super Bowl
weekend Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over and Click It or Ticket enforcement activity. The
Sheriff’s Office reports an increase in enforcement activity during the enforcement crackdown
resulted in 5 DUI arrests. In addition, 3 seat belt citations and 1 child restraint citation were
issued. Other results from the enforcement activity included 4 speeding citations, 6 uninsured
motorist citations, 1 illegal use of a cellphone citation, 2 suspended or revoked driver’s license
arrests, 23 other citations, 1 arrest for an active warrant and 2 felony arrests.

According to Winnebago County Sheriff Gary Caruana, “Motorists should continue to heed the
warning that we are serious about cracking down on impaired drivers and seat belt law violators.
We do it to save lives.”

The recent law enforcement crackdown was made possible by federal highway safety funds
through the Illinois Department of Transportation’s Bureau of Safety Programs and Engineering
and is part of the statewide “Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over” and “Click It or Ticket”
campaigns.
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
